The Holts farm a 700 hectare block running 3000 ewes, 

700 cattle and 400 goats. They have extensive plantings of 

amenity trees, native trees and a large area of commercial 

forest on the property.  The block of land bordering the 

Ahuriri Lagoon has an interesting history, with a large part 

of the fl ats having been above sea level only since the 

1931 earthquake. 

They will host a farm walk based around the extensive 

sheep and cattle breeding operation.  Ewe mating will be 

in full swing, so this will undoubtedly be a topic.  We will 

be also looking at the Boer goat operation.

We also hope to have other activities relating to farming for 

people to do, and animals to see and touch.

This is not a ‘wander at will’ farm tour.  The public will be 

met at the gate, put into groups and escorted around the 

farm.
